COURSE SYLLABUS

Description

The course is a continuation of the MGKR0100 introductory course in Modern Greek but can also be taken by anyone who already possesses a functional vocabulary and adequate language awareness. A placement test might be necessary prior to enrollment. 

MGRK0200 places equal emphasis on the acquisition of the four language skills: speaking, listening, reading and writing and provides opportunity for practising these in a variety of situations and within the framework of specific themes and functions. Through a variety of resources, students are given the opportunity to acquire an understanding of Modern Greek culture and society and acquaint themselves with some representative literary texts and other authentic cultural materials of relevance. 

Aims

The course aims to further develop the students’ ability to speak, understand, write and read Modern Greek, using a variety of themes and language functions within different types of discourse and contexts, including: everyday activities, personal and social life, the world around us, the international world; to promote understanding of the systematic value of MG and provide students with the necessary grammatical and syntactical knowledge in order to use language accurately and appropriately; to develop the ability to narrate events, express ideas and justify points of view in writing; to enable students to read and respond to different types of written and spoken language; to develop the ability to communicate effectively in speech, using a variety of vocabulary, structures and registers; to familiarise students with aspects of modern Greek history, culture and society, including reference to politics, everyday life, popular culture, literature, film, music and art in general; to recycle and review previously taught material; to contribute to extending the students’ cognitive skills and extend their social and cultural resources; to develop positive attitudes to modern foreign language learning and provide a suitable foundation for further study and practical use of Modern Greek

Learning Outcomes

By the end of this course students will be able to:

· Understand main points and, where appropriate, details of clear standard input on matters whose content in defined by the scope of this specification
· Deal with situations likely to arise whilst travelling in an area where Greek is spoken and cope successfully with natural and authentic pace within the framework  of familiar and routine matters

· Produce orally and in writing connected text on topics which are familiar or of

            personal interest; describe experiences and events, dreams, hopes and

ambitions and briefly give reasons and explanations for opinions and plans
· recognise and manipulate language structures appropriately and accurately in order to 

· infer meaning, understand gist, extract factual details or draw conclusions from text that employs a variety of vocabulary, structures and verb tenses referring to the present, the past and the future

· convey information related to the task in hand (develop conversations, narrate events, explain ideas etc), using references to the present, the past and the future, as required; list availability of options and potential solutions to dilemmas or obstacles

· have knowledge of various  forms and instances of cultural expression pertaining to Greece and the Greek speaking world, in areas such as

· everyday living (attitudes to food, work, leisure)

· living conditions ( urban versus countryside, standards of living)

· interpersonal relations (family structures and relations, public and police etc)

Approach 

The prescribed textbooks will constitute the basis and point of departure for developing the appropriate language skills and building up the students’ language awareness and vocabulary. Additionally, a variety of other resources will be employed to further supplement the existing materials: magazines, poems and extracts from literary texts, newspapers, quizzes, crossword puzzles, films, music and the web.

Reading, speaking and listening practice will form an integral part of class time. Students will be asked to practise and consolidate recently taught material and structures through comprehension exercises, questions and answers, role-play, drama games, song and various communicative and web based tasks. Weekly writing assignments will give students the opportunity to further develop their capacity for descriptive, imaginative and discursive writing. 
Vocabulary will be taught in context and as part of a functional approach to language. Vocabulary lists, pertaining to each chapter will be posted on line and weekly vocabulary quizzes will assist students in consolidating their lexical range and monitor their progress.  
Weekly schemes of work will be available to all enrolled students on line and it will be the students’ responsibility to download these and any other designated handouts and bring them to class when appropriate. Each scheme of work will contain extracts from Greek literature. Students are welcome to study these and make further enquiries. 

Regular reviews will recycle already taught material and link it to the new material ahead. Review handouts will be posted on Canvas when need arises.   
Specially designed handouts will supplement grammatical phenomena taught in class and listening comprehension assignments will allow students to familiarize themselves with different types of spoken language. A booklet containing listening comprehension exercises («Ακου να Δεις 1») will be posted on Canvas and students will be required to complete exercises by listening to the audio files on the LRC page on Canvas:

There will be viewing tasks on line, either through Canvas or at:  http://www.greek-movies.com/.
An arsenal of self assessment tasks will offer students the opportunity to monitor their own progress and linguistic and cultural competence. Look for these under “interactive tasks”.
There will be a weekly question testing cultural knowledge each week. Students can submit their answers on line. A mystery prize will be awarded to the winner!!

Most materials are in digitized form and posted on Canvas. It is the responsibility of each student to access and download the information and bring the handouts to class, if required. Weekly schemes of works (SOW) will be posted on line. These will contain literary extracts and poems that will be discussed in class. Extra review sessions can be arranged by mutual agreement, especially in the period preceding tests or when need arises. 

Conversation practice sessions with language partners or under my supervision will be arranged at various mutually agreed times, throughout the semester. 
There will be special provision, in the form of differentiation, for those students who wish to participate in the plenary classroom proceedings, but may also require tasks adapted to their particular level. 

Attendance and Homework
Attendance is mandatory. It is not only essential for the achievement of learning outcomes but also for securing a good final grade. In the case of absence, you will need to notify me and make up the work missed within an agreed upon time frame. Please contact a fellow student or access the information about what you have missed through the weekly schemes of work. Absence does NOT constitute a reason for not handing in assignments, except in the case of illness, religious holidays or other serious emergencies. If, for no serious reason, work is handed in late, this will result in a lower class participation grade. The same goes for frequent late arrivals. 

If work is handed in late and within the framework of 24 hours after the deadline, 10% will be deducted from the student’s grade for that particular assignment. Work submitted after the 24 hour grace period will not be accepted, unless a prior agreement has been reached. If there are exceptional circumstances that might affect your performance or attendance, please let me know at once.

6 unexcused absences will prevent a student from achieving grade A.

Assessment

Composition of Final Grade: 

· 25%: class work, daily homework and weekly written, listening and viewing comprehension assignments: Students will be assessed on their performance in various tasks, which must be handed in promptly, and on all aspects of class work. Attendance is mandatory, unless there is a medical or other serious reason. In the case of such absence, notification will be required and the missed homework will have to be completed within a prescribed time frame.  

· 10% weekly vocabulary quizzes

· 30%: mid-term exam. 

· 35%: final exam
