Purposes: To read and understand extensive selections from Ovid’s Metamorphoses in Latin. Our aim will be to make a detailed exploration of these sections through close in-class reading of the Latin text and discussion of linguistic, literary, and cultural problems.  We will read the passages of the Metamorphoses listed below and discuss them in class, focusing on sections that present linguistic or other problems; we will also read selections from the critical literature on the poem, to be provided in pdf form. 

Requirements: attendance (absence excusable with appropriate documentation) and participation in class discussion (5%); 5-minute quiz every Thursday (35%); translation midterm (30% each); term paper (7-10 pages) on some aspect of the Metamorphoses, to be chosen in consultation with the instructor (30%). A 1-page abstract of the paper is due on April 3; a hard copy of the paper is due May 10.
